Lesson #1 Moses: Consecration to God

Please read Exodus 3:1-6

God’s call is personal (verse 4)
How did God call Moses and how did Moses answer?

What significance do you find in the fact that God called Moses by name?  Why do we resist hearing God’s call personally and specifically?  What is God telling you today, specifically for your own life?

What did Moses’ answer demonstrate?

How available are you to hear God’s call in your life?  How receptive are you to respond to God’s call?  In what ways can you make yourself available and more receptive to God’s call?

God’s call requires consecration (verse 5)
When God reveals who he is in verse 6 what does he say?  What significance do you find in this?  How can you reconcile this with verse 5?  Why does God tell Moses not to come any closer?

What instruction does God give to Moses?  What is the significance of this instruction?  

God’s instruction calls for Moses to remove that, which separates him from the holy ground of God.  That which separates him from God is also that which has collected the dirt and grime of the world.

How does God make the ground holy?  How is God able to make Moses holy?  How can God make you holy?  What steps must you take to be consecrated to God?

Evaluate these areas

attitudes- jealousy, pride, covetousness, lust, anger, bitterness, unforgiveness – Ephesians 4:22-24

behaviors- slander, lying, hidden sin, stealing, gossip – Romans 13:13-14 

choice of entertainment- music, movies, internet usage – Philippians 4:8

relationship with spouse – Peter 3:7

relationship with authority – 1Timothy 2:1-2, Hebrews 13:17

relationship with friends – 1Corinthians 15:33

* Ask- Is it God pleasing?

God’s call comes at his sovereign time (verse 1)
What is Moses doing when he sees God appear in the burning bush?  Do you expect to see God during your workday?  How would you respond if you did?

What does this tell us about the timing and place of God’s call?

Does this change your expectation of where and when you should expect God to speak into your life?  How do you cultivate your awareness of the Lord’s presence when you feel as if your activities are very mundane?

Are you ready to hear God speak at any time?  Why or why not?

God’s call challenges us to a deeper relationship (verse 6)
How does God relate to his people?  How does God want to relate to Moses?

How does Moses respond?  Why?

Read Genesis 3:6-11  Why do we hid from God when he calls us into relationship with him?  What results when we hide from him?  How can we open up our lives to the Lord?

*Live honestly

*Practice transparency

*Practice confession

*Invite accountability

*Invite encouragement

God’s call challenges us to service (verse 10)

Why is consecration related to service?  How is consecration fostered by service?  How do you serve God at East End Assembly of God?
