Jesus Defines His Call

 What was Jesus preparing for in Gethsemane?  What does he predict?  What claim does Peter make?  What does Jesus say Peter will do?  How does Peter respond to Jesus?

 Describe the scene of Jesus’ arrest?  What would you have been feeling if you were with Jesus?  What does Peter do?  What does this demonstrate?  

Who is right about Peter’s commitment, Jesus or Peter?  Who defines your commitment to the Lord, your ideas or Jesus’ word?

Jesus Tests Our Commitment
 Who is the first character to challenge Peter’s commitment to Jesus?  Contrast this to the earlier scene of Jesus’ arrest?  Why is Peter unable to express his commitment to the Lord?

 What other characters challenge Peter’s commitment to the Lord?  How does he respond?  Why was Peter not ready to give a faithful testimony?  Who is right about Peter’s commitment, Jesus or Peter?  

  What do you think Jesus was trying to teach Peter through his denials?  Why does the Lord allow our commitment to him to be tested?  How do you think Jesus would define commitment to follow him?

Jesus Celebrates Our Growth
 What question does Jesus ask Peter three times?  Why?  What command does Jesus give to Peter three times?  Why?  What is Jesus calling Peter to?

 What kind of death does Jesus call Peter to?  Why is this significant?  Why is Peter now able to make the ultimate sacrifice?  What has changed in his life?  

 How does Peter question Jesus’ command?  How does Jesus respond?  What does this tell us about the uniqueness of each person’s call to follow Jesus?
